During the April 2008 Flora London Marathon, a group of Masai Warriors participated in the popular event in order to raise money for clean water for Eluai, their village in Tanzania. They ran in traditional garb and wore shoes made from old motor car tyres. (Their spears had to be covered and bound to render them non-lethal in these crime and terrorism rife times!) Their goal was to raise £50 000. They received immense media coverage – their objective was not to win the Marathon or break any records but rather to create awareness of the plight of their villagers. They sang and performed traditional dances while participating in the Marathon. Their fundraising goal was exceeded and £65 000 was donated. People from all over the world gave both money as well as offered skills and technology to solve their water problem.
