A fundraising audit

If your organisation is involved in sports development, don’t miss the once a year opportunity to apply to the Lottery for funds from its sports budget. Watch the media for calls for applications. The Lottery office will not be putting the application form onto their website. Once we have obtained all application details, they will be available on our website www.papillonpress.biz as well as the form.
We are horrified to learn that there are delays in the call for applications for the sports budget and there are likely to be similar delays in the Lottery calling for charities and arts applications due to the current allocations committees’ members’ five-year terms being completed, yet no-one (Lottery staff blame the DTI) began the arduous and time consuming process of recruiting new people!! This rings of déjà vu when the Lottery first began and all the time, energy and focus went into allocating the lucrative contract to run it and then the setting up/rolling out of ticket sales. Terrible delays were caused in getting money to NPOs by the late initiating of the process to first elect the Lottery Board and thereafter these same committees that have again not been re-elected/appointed timeously. Although NPOs should not become reliant on the Lottery as a regular source of funding, the reality is that so many have. If this matter – a direct result of incompetence on the part of the person/people responsible – is not resolved urgently, hundreds of organisations face closure and in a worse case scenario, people could die.

We urge you to lobby loudly via the media, the Lottery’s office, the Department of Trade and Industry and opposition MPs until this unforgivable disaster has been rectified.
